“Even partia thawing and refreezing reduces the
eating quality of foods, particularly fruits,
vegetables and prepared foods. The eating quality
of red meat is affected |ess than that of many other
foods.

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Set the Temperature Controls

Two controls let you regulate the temperature in the
fresh food and freezer compartments.

At first, set the fresh food control to “5" and the freezer
control to “C".

Allow 24 hours for the temperature to stabilize,
whether you are setting the controls for the first time or
adjusting them later. Then, if you want colder or
warmer temperatures in either compartment, adjust the
controls one step at atime.

NOTE: Moving the fresh food control to OFF turns off
cooling in both compartments-fresh food and
freezer—but does not shut off power to the refrigerator.

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How to Test Temperatures

Usethe milk test for the fresh food compartment.

Place a container of milk on the top shelf in the fresh
food compartment. Check it aday later. If the milk is
too warm or too cold, adjust the temperature controls.

Usetheice cream test for the freezer compartment.
Place a container of ice cream in the center of the
freezer compartment. Check it after aday. If it'stoo
hard or too soft, adjust the temperature control.

Always allow 24 hoursfor therefrigerator to reach
the temperature you set.

Automatic Energy-Saver System

You won't find an “energy-saver” switch
on this refrigerator.

Warm liquid from the refrigerator’ s condenser is
automatically circulated around the front edge of the
freezer compartment to help keep moisture from
forming on the outside of the refrigerator during
humid weather.

Many refrigerators use special electric heaters.
Thisrefrigerator needs none. That's why thereisno
“energy-saver” switch. . there's no need for it.

No Defrosting

It is not necessary to defrost the freezer or fresh food
compartments. Although your refrigerator is designed
and equipped to defrost itself automatically, some
frost on packages is normal.

If you turn your household thermostat below 60°F. at night...

.. you may want to turn the lettered S——cal
control one step colder, as from “C”
“D? Cooler temperatures in the house

may cause the compressor to operate

less frequently, thus allowing the freezer

compartment to warm somewhat. To protect your
frozen food supply, leave your lettered setting at this
colder setting for the entire winter or for whatever
period of time you are turning down your thermostat.
This is especialy important when the thermostat is
turned down for an extended period.

This change should have no effect on your fresh food
compartment. However, if freezing occurs, turn the
numbered control one step warmer, as from “5” to “4".

When you stop turning the thermostat down, turn
temperature controls back to their regular setting.




AUTOMATIC ICEMAKER & DISPENSER

How it Works

Y our refrigerator has an automatic icemaker and a
dispenser that dispenses water (on some models), ice
cubes and crushed ice (on some models) through the
freezer compartment door. Here' s how they work.

Water flows from the household supply through a
(1) dua solenoid valve to the
(2) water tubing and to

the

icemaker as
needed.

Cubes dispense through the chute in the door when
the dispenser pad is pressed.
When CRUSHED is selected (on some models),

a baffle channels cubes through the crusher and
crushed ice falls through a chute into the glass.

On some models, water flows through the

(6) tubing in the door and is dispensed when the
dispenser pad is pressed.

(7) A light switch (on some models) turns the night
light in the dispenser on or off.

The light aso comes on when the dispenser pad

iS pressed.

The light in the dispenser should be replaced with a
7 watt maximum bulb when it burns out.

Important Facts about Your Dispenser

.If this S your first icemaker you’ll hear
occasional sounds that maybe unfamiliar.
These are Normal icemaking sounds and are not
cause for concern,

. Your icemaker will produce eight cubes per
cycle—approximatel %20 cubes in a 24-hour
period—depending o reezer compartment
temperature, room temperature, number of door
openings and other use conditions.

. Intermittent dispensing of iceis normal. If ice
flow interruption is more than brief, ice clump(s)
may be the cause and should be removed following
instructions in this section.

* Avoid overfilling glasses with ice and using
narrow or extra-tall glasses. This can jam the
chute or cause the door in the chute to freeze shut.
Periodically open the freezer compartment door
and look down into the chute. If iceis blocking the
chute, poke it through with a wooden spoon.

. To help keep bits of ice from being sprayed
beyond the glass, place the glass close to the ice
chute-but not so close that it blocks outcoming ice.

.Fill glasses with ice befor e adding soda or
other beverage mixes. This will prevent splashing
which could cause the ice and water selector switch
to stick.

. Beverages and foods should not be quick-
chilled in theice storage bin. Cans, bottles or
food packages in the storage bin may cause the
icemaker or auger to jam.

+Do not add ice from traysor bagsto the
stor age bin. It may not crush or dispense well.

If you use your refrigerator before
the water connection is made, raise
the ice access door and make sure
the icemaker feeler armisin the
STOP (up) position.

When the water supply has been connected to the
icemaker, move the feeler arm to ON (down) position.

On models with a water dispenser, select water then
press the dispenser pad for about two minutes to
remove trapped air from the water line and to

fill the water system.

The ice cube mold automatically fills with water after
cooling to freezing temperatures. First cubes normally
freeze after several hours.

NOTE: With anewly-installed refrigerator, allow
about 24 hours for the freezer compartment to cool
down to the proper ice-making temperature.

Once Your Icemaker and Dispenser are in Operation

Throw away the first few batches of ice cubes (16 or
24 cubes). Thiswill flush away any impuritiesin the
water line. Do the same thing after vacations or
extended periods when ice isn’t used.

On models with a water dispenser, pour the first six
glassfuls of water in the kitchen sink to clean out the
line. The first water through the system picks up a slight
“plastic” taste from the water tubing.

To make sure the bin fills with ice, level the cubes
occasionally. When cubes fall into the bin they may pile
up close to the icemaker and push the feeler arm to the
STOP position before the bin gets full. Keeping the
cubes level alows the icemaker to fill the bin.

Caution:

Under certain rare circumstances, ice cubes may be
discolored, usualy appearing with a green-bluish
color. The cause of this unusual discoloration is
apparently due to a combination of factors such as
certain characteristics of local waters, household
plumbing and the accumulation of copper salts in an
inactive water supply line which feeds the icemaker.
Continued consumption of such discolored ice cubes
may be injurious to health. If such discoloration is
observed, discard the ice cubes and contact your GE
Factory Service Center or an authorized Customer
Care® Servicer.

When Dispensing Ice...

Some crushed ice may be dispensed even though
you selected CUBES. This happens occasionally when
afew cubes get channeled to the crusher.

Sometimes a mound of snow will form on the door
in theice chute. This condition is normal, and usually
occurs when you have dispensed crushed ice
repeatedly. The snow will eventually evaporate.

Caution: Never put fingers or other objects
into the dispenser opening.

When Dispensing Water .. .¢on some models)

Thefirst glass of water dispensed maybe war mer
than the following ones. This is normal.

Dispensed water iscool, not iced. For colder water,
simply add crushed ice or cubes before dispensing water.

To Stop Dispensing

Release pressure from the dispenser
pad and wait a few seconds to catch
the last bits of ice or drops of water.

There may be some dripping afte
dispensing crushed ice or water.
there is a lot of dripping, the spill

should be wiped dry right away. °

Do not pour water in the spill shelf because it is not
self draining—pour it in the kitchen sink. The shelf
and its grille should be cleaned regularly according to

Care and Cleaning instructions. pess here to remove grille

If Ice Clumps Form in the Storage Bin...

Theicemaker gjects cubesin groups of eight, and
it is normal for severa cubes to be joined together.
However, if you don’t use theice very oftenice
clumps may form in the storage bin and can

clog the dispenser.

If this happens:
. Remove the storage bin from the freezer.

. Break up ice clumps with your hands. Throw
away any clumps that you can't break up.

. Replace the bin before the remaining cubes
melt and fuse together.

Meats, fish and poultry purchased from the store vary in quality and
age; consequently, safe storage time in your refrigerator will vary.

Fresh Food Storage Tips

To store vegetables:

. Use [he vegetable drawers. They have been designed to
preserve the natural moisture and freshness of produce.

. Covering vegetables with a moist towel helps
maintain CriSpness.

. Asafurther aid to freshness, prepackaged vegetables
can be stored in their original wrapping.

Unfrozen meats, fish, and poultry:

. Always remove store wrappings.

-Rewrapinfoi 1, plastic wrap or wax paper and
refrigerate i mediately.

Cheese:

- Wrap well with wax paper or aluminum foil, or put
ina plastic bag.

. Carcfully wrap to expel air and help prevent mold.

. Store prepackaged cheesein its own wrapping if you wish.

Tipson Freezing Foods

There arc three essentia requirements for efficient

home freezing.

1. Initial quality. Freeze only top-quality foods.
Freezing retains quality and flavor; it cannot
improve qua) ity.

2. Speed. The quicker fruits and vegetables are frozen
after picking, the better the frozen product will be.
You'll save time, too, with less culling and sorting
to do.

3. Proper packaging. Use food wraps designed
especidly for freezing.
To freeze meat, fish and poultry, wrap well in freezer-
weight foil (or other heavy-duty wrapping material),
forming it carefully to the shape of the contents. This
expels air. Fold and crimp ends of the package to provide
agood, lasting seal. Don't refreeze meat that has been
completely thawed; meat, whether raw or cooked, can
be frozen successfully only once.

Fine-quality ice cream, with high cream content, will
normally require slightly lower temperatures than more
“airy” aready-packaged brands with low cream content.

. It will be necessary to experiment to determine the
freezer compartment location and temperature
control setting to keep your ice cream at the right
serving temperature.

. The rear of the freezer compartment is slightly
colder than the front.

New techniques are constantly being developed.
Consult the County Extension Service or your local
Utility Company< for the latest information on
freezing and storing foods.

The Moist ‘n Fresh drawer is partially sealed by
gaskets attached to the cover at the front and back
edges. Always replace it in this cover and push the
drawer all the way in.

Convertible Meat Keeper (on some models)

The Convertible Meat Pan drawer has its own cold
air duct to allow a stream of cold air from the freezer
compartment to flow around the drawer.

The variable temperature control regulates the
air flow from the freezer compartment.

Set control lever to
MEAT—the coldest
setting—to store fresh
meats.

CARE AND CLEANING

Cleaning—Outside

The water and ice dispenser spill shelf should be
wiped dry immediately to prevent spotting, Water left
on the shelf may leave deposits that you can remove
by soaking in undiluted vinegar.

You can aso use a paste of non-precipitating water
softener (such as Calgon brand) and water, or onc
teaspoon of citric acid powder per pint of hot tap
water. Soak until the deposit disappears or becomes
loose enough to rinse away. Usually 30 minutes
soaking time is adequate, Avoid using wax on the spill
shelf and trim.

The door handles and trim can be cleaned with a
cloth dampened with a solution of mild liquid
dishwashing detergent and water. Dry with a soft
cloth. Don’t use wax on the door handles and trim.

Keep thefinish clean. Wipe with a clean cloth
lightly dampened with kitchen appliance wax or mild
liquid dishwashing detergent. Dry and polish with a
clean, soft cloth. Do not wipe the refrigerator with a
soiled dishwashing cloth or wet towel. These may
leave a residue that can erode the paint. Do not use
scouring pads, powdered cleaners, bleach or cleaners
containing bleach because these products can scratch
and weaken the paint finish.

Cleaning—Inside

Inside the fresh food and freezer compartments
should be cleaned at least once a year. Unplug the

refrigerator before cleaning. If thisis not practical,
wring excess moisture out of sponge or cloth when
cleaning around switches, lights or controls.

Use warm water and baking soda solution—about
atablespoon of baking sodato a quart of water. This
both cleans and neutralizes odor. Rinse thoroughly
with water and wipe dry.

Other parts of the refrigerator—including

door gaskets. meat and vegetable drawers, ice
storage bin and all plastic parts—-can be cleaned the
same way. After cleaning door gaskets, apply athin
layer of petroleum jelly to the door gaskets at the
hinge side. This helps keep the gaskets from sticking
and-bending out of shape. ‘Do not use cleansing
powders or other abrasive cleaners.

Avoid cleaning cold glass shelves with hot water
because the extreme temperature difference may
cause them to break.

To help prevent odors, leave an open box of
baking sodain the rear of the refrigerator, on the
top shelf. Change the box every three months. An
open box of baking sodain the freezer will absorb
stale freezer odors.

Do not wash any plastic parts from your
refrigerator in your automatic dishwasher.

Drain opening in freezer compartment. During
yearly cleaning, remove bottom freezer basket and
flush a solution of baking soda—one teaspoon and
two cups of hot (not boiling) water—through the
drain line with the help of ameat baster. Thiswill
help eliminate odor and reduce the likelihood of a
clogged drain line.

If drain becomes
clogged, use a meat
baster and baking-
soda-and water
solution to force the
clog through the
drain line.

Condenser

For most efficient operation, you need to keep the
condenser clean. Remove the base grille and either

sweep away or vacuum up dust that is readily accessible.

For best results, use a brush specially designed for
this purpose. It is available at most appliance parts
stores. This easy cleaning operation should be done at
least once a year.

Rollers

Adjustable roller behind the base grille enable you to
move the refrigerator away from the wall for cleaning.

To assure that the doors will close
automatically from a halfway-open position, thereis a
built-in tilt from the front to the back of the cabinet.
Side-by-side refrigerators also have specially designed
door hinges that lift both doors slightly when opened,
allowing the force of gravity to help close them securely.

There should
be sufficient tubing from the cold water supply to the
icemaker inlet to allow you to move the refrigerator
out from the wall several feet (approximately 8 feet of
1/4” copper tubing in three 10" diameter coils).

Disconnect power cord from wall outlet, remove all
food, and clean and dry the interior.

Secure all loose items such as grille, shelves and
storage pans, by taping them securely in place to
prevent damage.

Preparing for Vacation

For shorter vacations, remove perishable foods and
leave controls at regular settings.
